O Citizen of the Freely Associated States (Federated States of Micronesia, Republic of the Marshall Islands and Republic
of Palau) You must provide a Passport from the Freely Associated States OR 1-94 Arrival/Departure Record stamped
with codes CFA/FSM, CFA/MIS or CFA/PAL
